New Environmental Review Thresholds Approved

An ordinance changing thresholds for environmental review in Urban Cen-
ters and Station Area Overlay Districts was approved by the City Council on
April 21 and will go into effect in late May. Urban Centers include Downtown,
Uptown Queen Anne, South Lake Union, Capitol Hill/First Hill, the University
District,and Northgate. Station Area Overlay Districts are located primarily
in southeast Seattle around light rail stations along Beacon Avenue South and
South McClellan Street, and near the intersections of Martin Luther King Jr.
Way South with South McClellan Street, South Alaska Street, South Othello
Street and South Henderson Street. In other parts of the city, environmental
review thresholds will remain unchanged. Thresholds for design review are

not affected.

® Within the Downtown Urban Center, the environmental review thresh-
old for residential uses will be 80 dwelling units for residential uses and
12,000 square feet for non-residential uses.

Client Assistance Memo Highlights

Since April 1994, the Washington State Energy Code has required that:“U-factors for glazing and doors shall
be determined, certified and labeled in accordance with Standard RS-31 [now NFRC 100-2004] by a certified
independent agency licensed by the National Fenestration Rating Council (NFRC).” The codes also reference

NFRC for solar heat gain coefficient (SHGC) and visible transmittance (VT). CAM 403 gives an overview of the
NFRC rating and certification process, as well as a summary of technological innovations, and information to be
included on permit applications and at the construction site.

NFRC ratings are calculated on an overall product basis (including glass, sash, and frame) using a combination of
state-of-the-art computer simulations and improved thermal testing. Manufacturers seeking to acquire energy perfor-
mance ratings for their products contact NFRC-accredited simulation laboratories. These simulation laboratories, listed
on the NFRC website, must demonstrate competence in the computer programs used in the rating system and must
meet strict independence criteria. To certify performance, an NFRC-licensed Independent Certification and Inspection
Agency (IA) reviews all simulation and test information, conducts in-plant inspections and provides secondary oversight
to the manufacturer’s in-house quality control program. NFRC maintains a searchable Certified Products Directory

Design Review Program

Introducing Eight New and
Ten Re-Appointed Design
Review Board Members

The Mayor and City Council chose eight citi-
zens to serve as new members of the Design
Review Board for a two year term beginning
April 2008. These eight replace outgoing
members whose terms had expired. In addi-
tion, ten members were reappointed.

The City’s seven neighborhood-based
Design Review Boards are staffed by 35
volunteers who are either professionals in
the design, development and business fields
or are members of the community who have
knowledge of urban design and develop-
ment. Collectively, board members donate
more than 2,500 hours of service annually
to the City; in 2007, the board completed
I 17 project reviews at 240 meetings.

City Council established Seattle’s Design
Review program and boards in 1994 in order
to provide flexibility to the Land Use Code,
increase citizen involvement in the design
process, and improve the quality of urban
design throughout the city. Since the pro-
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gram’s inception, over 1,200 projects have
been reviewed by the Design Review Boards.
During this time, project appeals have dropped
from 25 percent to less than four percent.

(CPD) on its website to provide architects, engineers,
consumers, builders, contractors, utilities, manufacturers
and government agencies with accurate energy perfor-
mance ratings for fenestration products. The current
version of the CPD contains information and ratings for
over 100,000 products that are eligible for certification.
It is important to note that products are only certified if
they have an NFRC label.

For DPD building permit applications, the plans
must contain a glazing and opaque door schedule that
specifies the product type, size, number of each type,
the U-factor and whether the U-factor is NFRC-cer-
tified or the default. (If a default is used, the sched-
ule must include a description of the key energy-
efficiency features that are necessary to achieve that
default U-factor.) The glazing schedule must include
the manufacturer and model number for all prod-
ucts with a U-factor less than 0.40 if there is a metal
frame.The schedule must include all products with a
U-factor less than 0.35 for other frame types such as
wood, vinyl and fiberglass. For target UA calculations,
provide the NFRC Certified Products Directory
(CPD) number or, for site-built products, a copy of
the NFRC simulation report.

For DPD construction inspections, there shall be an
NFRC label on each product describing the product
and displaying the product ratings. For site-built fenes-
tration products, there shall be a separate NFRC label
certificate for each product describing the product and
displaying the product ratings. For example,in a high-
rise residential building, this would typically include a
fixed window, one or more operable windows (such as
awning or casement), a sliding glass balcony door and
opaque fire exit doors. For unrated products, con-
tractors shall provide documentation to the building
inspector of the appropriate characteristics from the
default tables such as frame type, glass type, glass emis-
sivity, gap width, gas fill and spacer type.

There are a range of insulation product choices
on the market today for applicants to choose from,
including spray-applied foam insulation. To be installed
in Seattle, products must comply with requirements
in the 2006 Seattle Building Code or the 2006 Seattle
Residential Code, and the 2006 Seattle Energy Code. Key
requirements in the Seattle Building Code include
limitations on the flame spread index and smoke-devel-
oped index (SBC 2603.3,SRC 314.1.1) and 2 minimum
I-inch vented airspace above the insulation (SBC
1203.2, SRC 806.3). Note that the state of VWashington
intentionally deleted Section 806.4 of the International
Residential Code (IRC) when they adopted the Wash-
ington State Residential Code. Consequently, this section
is not valid for compliance in Washington state. CAM
322 lists key factors to consider for spray-applied foam
insulation, and information to be included on permit
applications and at the construction site. CAM 322
provides a guide for reading the ICC-ES (Evaluation
Service) reports for spray-applied foam insulation.

Because of the technical complexity of spray-applied
foam insulation products, DPD requires ICC-ES
reports and requires that the ICC-ES reports be up-
to-date. The ICC-ES reports for spray-applied foam
insulation indicate that these products are generally
limited to 52 to 6 inches in thickness (though the
maximum thickness specified in the ICC-ES report can
be as little as 2 inches for some applications). There-
fore, per the ICC-ES reports, most spray-applied foam
insulations are not able to achieve R-21 in a nominal
6-inch wall cavity (5'2 inches actual depth). Further,
the ICC-ES reports indicate that most spray-applied
foam insulations do not meet adequate thickness to
achieve R-38 in an attic space. Consequently, when
used alone, virtually all spray-applied foam insulation
products are not able to comply with the prescrip-
tive option (Chapter 6) in the Washington State Energy
Code. Projects using spray-applied foam insulation
products will generally need to use the component
performance/target UA (Chapter 5) or systems analy-
sis (Chapter 4) options to show compliance with the
energy code. Further, where products are limited to
use in TypeV construction in the ICC-ES report, spray-
applied foam insulation cannot be used in the concrete
and steel construction that is typical for many non-




residential buildings and high-rise residential buildings. Also note that
most spray-applied foam insulation components must be stored and
applied within a limited temperature range (some as limited as 60-85°F)
and that from October to April temperatures are typically below 60°F
outside.

For DPD building permit applications, the plans shall state the
name of spray-applied foam insulation product and clearly identify:

(1) the areas where spray-applied foam insulation product is used, (2)
the thickness of the foam in each location, and (3) the R-value to be
installed at that location. A copy of an up-to-date ICC-ES report must
be attached to the application. A minimum |-inch airspace is required
for ventilation between the sheathing and the insulation (SRC R806.3)
and a baffle is required to maintain the free flow of air. The baffle must
be capable of withstanding the weight of wet foam. The building permit
application shall also include calculations to show energy code compli-
ance with component performance/target UA (Chapter 5) option or
systems analysis (Chapter 4) option (unless the ICC-ES report shows
that the spray-applied foam insulation can achieve the R-values nec-
essary for all assemblies to comply with the prescriptive option in
Chapter 6).

For DPD construction inspections, a copy of the ICC-ES report
must be available at the job site for use of the DPD field inspector.
The product installer is required to provide the DPD field inspector
with a letter from the installer certifying that the installation was in
accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions and the ICC evalua-
tion report.The letter shall also include the date, the product name, the
installer’s name and address, and the company name.

If during construction there is a desire to use spray-applied foam
insulation and the particular spray-applied foam insulation is not speci-
fied on the approved plans, the applicant shall submit a revised set of
plans containing all the information cited above.The building inspector
will not approve these as field changes.
